That’s what initially gets it across. From there, the natural progression is to a more “professional” take.

When tracks are professionally recorded they are recorded at Ya Mamas House studios, Assult Studio, and I.D. Labs studio. But you’ve gotta get the “real feel” first.

Unquestionably, these are the future artists of the genre. Take note…and note it well.
