Drummer Jessie Torrisi’s a Philly girl who’s played with Laptop, Cunt Rock Revolution and Alexandra Scott.


Finally, there’s Total Jersey Girl Josette, the best kick-ass punk rock guitarist in NYC!  She has played (and plays) with everyone, and everybody in NYC knows and luvs her.
